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John of Scythopolis’ Scholia to the Corpus Areopagiticum: the doctrine and the hermeneutical practices
The paper treats the history of the earlier reception of the Corpus Areopagiticum. The “edition” of the Corpus made by John of Scythopolis is discussed. The doctrinal features of the commented text and the scholia are discussed, as also the internal and external criteria for the attribution of the comments to John. “Plotinian” tendencies of John’s comments are demonstrated, which change the overall “Proclean” orientation of Dionysius’ thought. The characteristic features of John’s philosophical and theological views are under consideration, as they can be reconstructed on the basis of his scholia.
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
