1 (KouBenmuu) A regularity R in the behavior of members of a population P
when they are agents in a recurrent situation S is a convention if and only if it
is true that, and it is common knowledge in P that, in any instance of A among
members of P:

1. everyone conforms to R;

2. everyone expects everyone else to conform to R;

3. everyone has approximately the same preferences regarding all possible
combinations of actions;

4. everyone prefers that everyone conform to R, on condition that at least all but
one conform to R;

5. everyone would prefer that everyone conform to R’, on condition that at least
all but one conform to R’ (where R’ is some possible reqularity in the behavior
of members of P in S, such that no one in any instance of S among members
of P could conform both to R’ and to R.)
